Pink cotton
bloomers are popular in Mos
cow these days, I noticed.

An attendant brought a
beach-siz- e towel, but that's to
hide under later. There's only
one way to get to the bath
room, and that s to walk the
length of the dressing room
wearing only a bar of soap
and a shower cap.
Inferno Scene

The bathroom was the size
of a gymnasium and looked
like a scene from Dante's In
ferno. Through a haze of
steam, women sat on marble
benches, feet in one pan of
hot water with another pan
for scrubbing and splashing.

For 30 cents, a professional
scrubber went over me, every
inch three times, with strips
of rough bark. Many women
were washing their waist-lengt- h

hair. In an adjoining
steam room, lady attendants,
also nude, poured water on
hot bricks while hardy wom
en beat themselves with hick-

ory branches.
"Why do you foreigners

come here? You have private
bathrooms in your hotels," a
Russian woman inquired be-

tween slaps with the wet,
green leaves.
Women Oueue

After the bath, the women
queued up for pedicures,
manicures, coiffures or body
massages.

If you want exercise, in an
other bathhouse down the
street is a small pool the size
of a' Roman bathtub adorned
with a silver-colore- d Soviet
stature of a little boy.

In the old days when Push
kin and Chekhov sat in the
men's steam section of the
public bath; they sipped
champagne from the bar. To-

day while white - uniformed
girls clip your toenails you
can sample black or red
caviar sandwiches, beer and
sweet Russian soft drinks.

Foreigners usually feel iso-

lated In Moscow. But the pub-
lic bath is one place where
you can feel a sister under
the skin with ! the ' Russian
women, at least.

nearly one out of every 100."
Gold for Tins

He listed two examples of
rising prices in the antiques
field. One, biscuit tins with
a "trompe l'oell" design - that
Is, shaped like books, furni-

ture or a globe, Instead of like
a plain old biscuit tin.

These are vintage 1900 to
1910, he said, and originally
were used by commercial
food packagers. A few years
ago, the nominal price on one
would be $5 to $10. Today, ha
said, they're snapped up by
private collectors or food
companies at $30 to $40 each.

And the other, American
pewter, which now Is worth
three to four times what It
cost a collector 30 to 40 years
ago. ' :
