From Anchorage, Nixon
will flv 3,100 miles overniaht
to Detroit to appear at a fi-

nal rally there next Monday.
Then he will return to Wash-

ington for a nationally tele-
vised election eve appeal with
Henry Cabot Lodsc, his run-

ning mate. He will spend elec-
tion day in Washington.

His final nine-da- campaign
swing starting today wi'l take
Nixon 18,000 miles and bring
his total traveling since he
won the GOP nomination to
50.000 miles.

Eisenhower and Nixon will
make their blgaest splash to-

gether In New York Wednes-

day. They will appear that

Until the other day I didn't

even know what electricity
really Is, although I use a
kilowatt-hou- r of it every
morning shaving.

I have the world's slowest
electric razor. It wouldn't
shave a peach. But I'm afraid
to go back to cold steel. I've
lost the touch.

My highest achievement In
the field of electricity has al-

ways seemed to be the time
I learned how to wire a door-
bell In my grammar school
vocational guidance class....

Even that triumph proved
of little satisfaction. The
teacher said my buzz was er-

ratic. He said I wasn't suited
to any vocation he knew of
and suggested I try something
else.

Also, the kind of doorbells
I know how to wire are obso-
lete now. Doorbells don't
buzz any more. They play a
bnr from Brahms on brass
gongs. Or Is it Bach? It's one
of the Bs, I'm sure.

But the other day - 6,000
ft. up in the Sierra Nevada - I
felt that at last I was close
to discovering the eternal
secret of this wondrous force.

The Southern California
Edison Co. had invited some
of us up to see how they make
electricity at their Big Creek
layout. This is one of the hy
droelectric wonders of the
world - a network of 11 dams,
five man-mad- e lakes, miles of
tunnels through solid granite
and eight powerplants gener-
ating 690,000 kilowatts.

The Edison people make
electricity by trapping the
waters of the San Joaquin
River and running It down
the mountain through their
turbogenerators.

It falls 6,000 ft., working
over and over again, never
growing tired until it reaches
the flatlands. They call it the
hardwest working water In
the world. The powerhouses
take 690,000 kilowatts from
it. Yet they take nothing at
all from lt.

A kilowatt, by the way, Is

1,000 watts. The watt is a
It was named

after James Watt, a Scots-
man. I don't know who

was, but It doesn't
sound Scotch.

A kilowatt-hou- r Is a kilo
watt running for an hour. So

690,000 kilowatts means 3.456
billion kilowatt-hour- That
would shave the Red Chinese
army once a day for 1,000
years, even with my razor.
The Russian army, of course,
has tougher beards.

It was while I was shaving
the first morning at Big
Creek that I thought I might
be making a breakthrough.
My razor seemed to attack
fiercely. It was louder, sharp-
er than I had ever remember-
ed,

I wondered if lt could have
anything to do with being so
close to such a tremendous
source of power.

That evening beside the

fireplace in the guest lodge I
decided to ask Jack Horton,
the president of Edison, '

"Mr. Horton," I asked, "do
you really know what elec-

tricity Is?"
He drew on his cigar and

gazed into the fireplace..
"Nobody really knows," he

said. "One of our men says
it's snow. He can look at the
snow and tell us how many
kilowatts are In It." .,

I told him about the razor.
