Bids opened today by the
stale highway commission ran
150 per cent below highway
department estimates.

Says Loan Deal
0K'd by Nixon

Mother’s Property
Lost in Transaction

New York » MFl = The Now
York Post today published a
stalement of a Los Angeles ac-
countant that all decisions in-
volving a $205,000 loan to
Donald Nixon by industrialist
Howard Hughes were eleared
with Nixon's brother, Vice
President Richard M. Nixon,

A Washinglon dispatch
quoted the aceountant, Phillip
Reiner, as saying all corres
pondence on the loan was
masked to keep the viee presi-
dent's pame from being in-
volved in his  brother's fi-
nanclal difficulties. It sald
code names such as “East" or
“Eastern Division™ were usad.
Financial Interest Denied

"There was never any con-
fusion that it was the vice
president,” Reiner was quoted
by the Post,

Donald Nixon sald Sunday
night that his brother never
h-._ul any financial interest in
his company, Nixon’s Inc., a
restaurant chain which went
bankrupl. Donald Nixon ad-
mitted he recelved a $205,000
loan from the Hughes Tool
Co,, wilh a lot in Whittier,
Calif., owned by his mother,
Mrs. Hannah Nixon, being put
up for securily,

Mother Losi Properly

Donald Nixon said because
of his business failure “the
loan secured by my mother's
property could not be repald
and a deed lo tha property
was given by my mother to
Phillip Reiner in lieu of fore-
clostire and in payment of the
debt."

Reiner, according to the
Post, waus named along with a
Pat DiCiceco (otherwise not
identificd) to oversee the af-
fairs of Nixon's, Inc., in a
meeting in February, 1057, in
the office of Noah Dielrich,
Hughes' executive vice presi-
dent,

Not Interested Partly

The Post said Reiner was
asked if he bud been Wsed as
a “front” to conceal the iden.
tity of the Hughes representa-
tives in the loan deal,

"“Thal is the inference,” he
wils quoted as saying by the
party in the property.”

He secretly assigned Lhe
deed 1o Mrs. Nixon's property
to the Hughes Tool Co,, he
told the Post.

The accident ocourred about
5:15 am. The log truck driv-
er, George Packebush, about
30, Florence, was hospitalized
here with undetermined In-
jurles.

Howard Melntosh, a driver
for Pacific Motor Transport,
sild he had a breakdown on
Highway 101 and had pulled
off the road and was trying
to get a ride. He said two log-
ging trucks eame by and that
one slowed up and pulled off
the road ahead of him. The
following truck and the norih-
bound car collided.

The agency identified the
alleged spy as Mikhail Platove
sky, alias Andrel Kreps, alins
Pyalr Sosnoveky,

It said he hiad been trained
at U. 8 Army-wperated ese
plonage schools In West Gere
many, and had been smug-
gled into Russia with another
alleged agent identified only
as Sluvnov with orders to live
near Minsk and carry out in-
telligence operations.

The news agency siald Plas
fovsky was arredted as a ree
sult of an investigation fol-
lowing the arrest In August
of Slavnov, who the Russinns
said wos an American-trained
spy caught while trying to
eross the border into Iran
after a mission Ingide the
Soviet Union,

Al the time of the arrest,
Slavnov was described by
Tass as & former Soviet citis
zen who entered Germany
aiter World War 11 and was
recruited by U, S. intelligence,
Tass sald Platovsky was
equipped with false credens
tals, radlo transmitting equip-
ment, ciphers and codes. [t
sald he was to collect data on
Soviet milltary units, impors
tant defense and industrial ine
stallations, rockel siles, air
defense bases, and other ecoe
nomic and political informa-
tlon,

The agency added he was
instructed to go so far as lo
contacl “morally loose eles
menis” and enlisi thom for
espionage. It also suid he car-
ried 30 foreign gold coins and
“an ampule with poison for
suicide in case of Imminent
detection.”
