Fundamenial Weather Fact
Discovered Over
100 Years Agoe

A Dulchman by the name
of Buys Ballot, who lived
over & hundred years ago, dis
covered a fundamental fact
aboul storms thal is as aceu.
rate today ns it was when he
observed the peculiarities of
wind action in relation to

storm centers,
Without the benefit of me-

chanical aids, or even the
most meager principles of
wenther reports, he dis

covered a law of atmospherie
behavior that can make any-
body his own wenather
prophet,

By careful observation and,
of course, profund thinking,
he establighed the fact that It
the observer's back. is to the
wind, his extended left arm
is pointing toward the storm
center, which would be the
area of low pressure. O
course, in the southern hemis-
phere, the reverse would be
true. But Buys didn't know
that, he'd never been there.
Influences on Wenther

The constant rotation of the
earth on its imagined axis,
along with the varying differ.
ences in the welght and
speeds of air masses, all have
their Influence on the wea-
ther. The weather scientist to-
day knows that the weather

we have today Is the result
of varying conditions (hat
existed In some distant place,
yesterday, or several days or
weeks ago,

The intense heal of a tropi-
cnl sun beating down on vasl
reaches of water, expands a
Kreat amount of air which
rises into the upper atmos.
phere, carrying with it vapor,
The result may be a partial
vacuum which brings the
cooler alr, which [s heavier,
in from all sides. Actually,
the cold alr is sliding downhill
Into the valleys of the ascend.
Ing hot alr that, being lghter,
Is hurrying to get “upatairs.”

This action often Imparts
an ominous rotation to thé en-
tire mass, and forms a storm
center; the part your left arm
points at when you stand
with your back to the wind.
Ballot's Law

This hag become known as
Buys Ballot's law, and was
the basis of the weather pre-
dictions he was able to make
long before any wealher bu-
read was ever thought of; for

he applied this *“law"
away back In 1855.
