Few Teachers Strike

In New York City

New York - 0IPII - A teach-

ers' union began a strike
against the city's schools Mon-

day, but the board of educa
tion said only about 6 per
cent of the teachers actually
did not report for work.

A survey by the board indi-

cated 2,500 of the city's 38,-20-0

teachers stayed home or

picketed outside their
schools.

Student absenteeism was re-

ported at about 11 per cent
of the 981,000 enrollment, or
only 1 per cent above nor-
mal for a Monday.

Although no schools were
closed during the morning, a

high school in the Bronx
with 2,800 students began
sending the children home
after the lunch hour arrived

lagen diseases which attack
the fibrous tissues throughout
the body. Today, what with
the enormous number of new
chemical products being made
or used in factories, thous
ands of workers are suffer-

ing because of an allergic re-

action to some dust in the
air or to some chemical
"dope" which gets on their
hands. For instance; a cabinet
maker may gel asllima when
he saws or sandpapers rose-

wood, while another worker
may get a bad eczema of his
hands when, every day, he
has to keep putting them into
some varnish or detergent or
"pickling" chemical.
Interested in Shot

Right now, many allergists
are much interested in the

one-sh- treatment for
ragweed hay fever. In the
hands of several experiment
ers it appears to be working
so well that the American
Academy of Allergy has or-

ganized experimental treat
ment centers to try it in more
than 20 cities throughout the
United States. People should
not write to ask me where
they can get the treatment, be-

cause as yet, the Food and
Drug administration lies not
released the slowly - acting
vaccine for sale.

Another bit of research
which holds out great prom-
ise is that on the nature of
"house dust." As thousands
of persons who have been
skin-teste- d know, the skin of
most highly allergic persons
reacts markedly to house dust.
One of the questions now is,
"What part of this dust is

causing the trouble, and how
could it be removed?
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
