On Congo Dispute
United Nations, N.Y. - UPD --

General Assembly President
Frederick M. Boland summon-
ed the credentials committee
into session this morning to
decide a battle between rival
delegations seeking to repre-
sent The Congo.

Delegations sent by Congo-
lese President Joseph Kasa-
vubu and the leftist-leanin- g

premier he deposed, Patrice
Lumumba, have been in New
York since the assembly open-
ed in September but the Con-

go scat has been kept vacant.
The full assembly was

called lo meet this afternoon
for the second round of the
Congo debate which brought
a charge from the Soviet
Union Tuesday that the Uni-
ted States wanted to "liqui-
date" the Lumumba regime
and replace it with a "pup-
pet" government.

Kasavubu, addressing the
assembly h I m self, declared
that only he had power to
appoint a U.N. delegation and
that the one named by
Lumumba was illegal.

He read a list of his dele-

gates but the Katanga news
services in New York report-
ed later that one of them,
Everist Kimba, foreign min-
ister of the mineral-ric- h seces-
sionist province of Katanga,
refused to serve.

Ismael Toure of Guinea in-

troduced an eight-powe- r reso-
lution calling for recognition
of Lumumba's delegation. He
insisted delegates appointed
by Kasavubu had no legal
power until their appointment
was ratified by Parliament.

They
need the younger veteran's
help now. If they don't get
help soon they won't need
il, for they are dying at the
rate of 130,000 per year, 360
each day, one every four min-
utes.

Yes, veterans of World War
I got the adjusted insurance
(called bonus), $1.25 per day
for overseas service and $1
per day for home service. But
they had to wait until 1945 to
get it, if they lived that long.

Then there was the great
depression. Some of the vet-
erans went to Washington in
hopes of getting some of the
bonus money to feed their
families. You know what hap-
pened. President Hoover or
dered General MacArthur to
run them out of Washington.
The General carried the order
out to the letter, with help
from a young officer named
Eisenhower. Some of the vet
erans were shot, the resl
were run out and their belong-
ings burned.

That was a proud day in
American history. I don't
think any of these great men
can ever forget what they did
to those veterans. Remember
those veterans were unarm
ed, ragged, hungry, and some
had their wives and children
with them,.
