Often the unhappy patient
goes home disappointed and
even frightened, because she
still has her severe, headache
or stomach ache as bad as
ever. What Is she going to do
to get relief? Often, later,
when I sit down for a chat
with such a patient I find
that although there may be
nothing wrong with her than
an operation would show, and
nothing that is going to kill
hor, there Is something very
wrong, Often her trouble is
that she Is very unhappy over
some miserable situation at
home, and often she is de-

pressed and fighting hard to
hong onto her sanity. She Is
111 and very much in need 01

help in the way of the advice
and reassurances that might
be given her by a kindly
physician.

Dr. David Stafford Clark,
head of the psychiatric clinic
of the great Guy s Hospital of
London, Is a man after my
own heart. Recently, at a
medical meeting in England,
he, too, was complaining
about us doctors who say

There's nothing the matter
with you; just pull yourself
together." He said as I do, that
surely there is something
wrong with the patient or he
or she would not have travel-

ed far in search of relief.
Another fine point the doctor
made was that phcnobarbital,
which is so commonly given
to depressed persons, Is often
the "worst possible" treat-
ment they can get. It only
makes the person more de-

pressed than he was before.
