Florida will plck
up four, one each will be
gained by Arizona, Maryland,
Michigan, New Jersoy, Ha-
will, Ohlp and Texas.

Losing seats In the House
will be Pennsylvania, three;
New York, two; Massachu-
sells, two; and one each, Ala-
bama, Illinols, Towa, Kansas,
Kentucky, Malne, Minnesota,
Mississippl, Missourl, Ne-
braska, North Carolina and
West Virginia,
