However, both Mclnnis and
Bennett could not help but
think thev had received a

bad deal. Mclnnis said he still
cannot understand how a man
can be jailed when he has not
committed a crime, and when
he has, in fact, helped to solve
one.

Mclnnis retreated slightly
from an earlier statement that
he would never again report
a crime if he thought he might
be held as a material witness.
He said, instead, that he would
report the crime but would
not stick around until police
arrived.

Bennett said if he had to
do H all over again, he would
probably do the same thing.

You can't let murderers go
running around free."
Just Doing Job

Bennett particularly was
not mad at anyone. "Every-
one was just doing his job,"
he said.

Both men were glad they
did not have to testify in court
and that the case was settled
the way it was. Mclnnis said
the whole thing was nothing
but "a waste of my time and

waste of the taxpayers
money.

Mclnnis also was unhappy
with a statement made by Dis-

trict Attorney Reeder in Sun-

day's Mail Tribune. Reeder
was defending his actions in

regards to confining the two
men, and at one place in the
story he said "each (man) has
a long record of arrests and
neither is a stranger to jail."
Not Charged With Crime

Regarding the story, Mcln-
nis said: "I'm not charged
with a crime and he (Reeder)
has no business of bringing
up my past record at all. It
sounded like I was born and
raised in a jail."

If Mclnnis was mad at
Reeder his feelings were ex-

actly the opposite about every-
one else in Medford, particu-
larly the police department.

He said:
"In the police stations that

I have been in prior to this
one I only wish they'd had
