THE COURT HELD: Marie
wis not entitled 1o compuensa-
tory demages because she did
nol show that she suffered
any physical harm from her
“anguish It refused her de-
miind insofar as the retention
of her son was concerned be-
cause she did not elaim that
she lost any valunble services
he might render. She was per.
mitted, however, to recover
nominal damages for the hos-
pital's interference with her
Interest in the custody of the
tot.
