Vegetables, besides
those familiar to us, Included
chard, leek, endive, chestnuts,
mushrooms; also there were
fruits, melons, cheeses galore
as well as clothing, dry goods
cutlery.

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the bare earth or sand to dry.
Much of the soil of northern
Spain has an arid look even
though it was raining hard as
we drove through. Peasants
eke out a living by herding
sheep or raising crops such as
artichokes and sugar beets.

In Spain the burro is the
beast of burden, drawing carts
and wagons and toting heavy
bundles as well as people. As
the burros move along under
huge loads of branches, used
presumably for firewood, they
resemble moving bushes. Little
larger than a dog, the burros
are cute, likable creatures and
won the affection of us all
during our two weeks in
Spain.

' Around their necks
they wear a kind of sheep-be- ll

which tinkles hauntlngly
all along the Spanish roads.
Spain Is Paradox

Spain is a land of paradox,
and in contrast to rural Spain,
the larger Spanish cities are
modern, cosmopolitan, pro
gressive. No where have we
found such de luxe hotels as
in Madrid, with stunning de-

cor and roof gardens. Food,
simply superb, is served gra-
ciously by waiters wcaing
long-taile- d coats. New gour-
met discoveries in Spain in-

clude honey-meate- melon,
similar to honey-de- and pa
paya; a while juicy fruit, cheri- -

moya; wine marinated arti-
choke hearts braised in butter.
Oddly enough, we ordered
Spanish omelet, expecting it
to be similar to the Spanish
omelet we make at home (with
eggs, tomatoes, chopped green
onions), only to find that the
Spaniards make it with eggs
and potatoes! Later in Italy we
ordered Portuguese o m e 1 et
and found this much nearer
to our "Spanish" omelet. So
Almus quipped, "We had to
come to Italy to get a Spanish
omelet only It turns out to
be Portuguese."

While in Madrid we visited
the Prado, with its magnifi-
cent canvases by Goya, Velaz-
quez, El Greco; and also saw
an Interesting exhibit by Dali.
An unforgettable evening in-

cluded watching authentic
Andnluslan, Flamenco and
Gypsy dancing.

and transported to wineries. a
Along the road we met carls
loaded with as many as five
pf the large grape-fille- kegs.

A typical French farmhouse
is built of weathered stone
and has a small yard sur-
rounded by a hedge of shrub-
bery or a stone-wal- l draped
with Virginia crecper-i-n late
October, ruby -- red. Flower
gardens were brilliant with
red salvia and coxcomb. In
brown cornfields hunters were
busy with guns, beaters and
dogs, stalking for pheasant,
wild pigeons, quail and wood-
cock.

As we strolled along, midst
jabbering French we heard a
familiar cry: "Hi ya, baby!"

On
German highways especially
we enrountcrcd long strings
of U.S. convoys on the move.

Visit Loire Valley

An excursion to Loire val-

ley called the garden spot
of France took us to the
chateau country to see famous
Chenonceau (the residence of
Henry II and Diane de Poi-

tiers, later, of Catherine de
Medici), Chambord, B o I s,
Chaumont, Ambolse. These
fabulous castles, which most-

ly began as hunting ludges
as did Fonlainbleau and Ver-
sailles were later expanded
Into summer homes for no-

bility. The whole chateau
countryside was vivid with an
autumn coloring we won't
soon forget, with maple, oak,
chestnut blending in Burgun-
dy, russet, and golden hues
along with conifer green of
pine.

We paid a visit to St. Aig-na-

Carroll's old army quar-
ters during World War I, and
climbed winding stone steps
up from the town to the old
chateau where Carroll's outfit
had their quarters he even
located the big corner fire
place they had used.

From Poitiers we went to
Perigucau to see the amazing
Lascaux Caves. On the walls
and ceilings of these under-
ground chambers arc primi-
tive drawings of animals, in
cluding bulls, horses, stags,
goats, bears amazingly pre
served. Painted in ochre and
red and strikingly outlined In

black, they represent the ear
liest known art of prehistoric
man and are said to have in
fluenced such modern artists
as Picasso and Matisse, as we
could well believe. One of the
most Important archaelogical
discoveries in recent times,
the caves are scientifically
lighted and protected by two
pair of heavy metal doors to
maintain a suitable state of
temperature, humidity, etc
for the preservation of the
stone drawings. The caves
were discovered as recently
as 1040 bv young boy ex
plorers who followed their
dog Into a hole leading , to
the caves. One of the boys,
now a young man, Hctcd as
our guide.

With each country we have
been aware of new sights,
sounds and scenery: but in no
country have we faced such
a sharp contrast as In Spain
To the eye it appears by far
the most poverty-stricke- area
we have seen. Rural and vil
lage people live in huts, little
more than hovels (though we
are assured the Interiors are
spotlessly clean). They wear
skins of animals for clothing.
sweep with twig branches, and
wash their clothlne in crude
troughs or beat thorn on stones
by streams and lay them on
