Cape Canaveral, Fla., L'P

An advanced model of the
Navy's solid fuel Polaris mis-
sile soared 1,600 miles Mon-

day, and a model with almost
twice that range is in the
works.

The A2 Polaris traveled
300 miles farther than the
top range of the missiles that
were loaded into the atomic
submarine George Washing-
ton last month. The missile is

designed for an eventual
range of 1,752 statute miles.

The Navy now is working
on development of the AH, a
model that that is expected to
huve a range of 2,875 stalute
miles. Officials said the A3 is
expected to be "in our defense
arsenal by 1965."

An Air Force crew launched a

winged, slow flying Snark
missile on a 5,000 mile flight
Monday to close the Snark's
eight-yea- r test and develop-
ment program.

The Snark
was declared combat ready
more than a year ago. The
Air Force said the flight Mon-

day would be the Snark's last,
except in case of war.
