still haunts her above all others.
One day, when she was about eight,

Marilyn decided to run around the block

just for the fun of it. Some boys stopped her
and wanted to know what she was doing,
but another said, "Don't bother her. She's
just like her mother crazy."

It was one of the cruel barbs of youth,
but it could have affected Marilyn's attitude
toward motherhood. Instead, her own de-

termination has eliminated fears that she
may someday face similar problems with
her own child. It is ironic and sad that much
credit for this goes to Arthur Miller.

So now, even in personal tragedy, Marilyn
Monroe looks forward hopefully to playing
the Dart that means most to her mother.
