Another
cancer theory involves virus-
es. Viruses are tight bundles
of either DNA or RNA with
some proteins which often
serve as an outer coating. But
viruses are not made up of
cells. Indeed, they're not

Somehow, the virus' DNA
combines with the cell's DNA
in a way to divert the cell's
chemistry into making viruses
instead of daughter cells.

You
have to suspect that faulty
DNA is responsible for these
and many other of our curses
and killers, including cancer.

Scientific techniques are
advancing at a terrific ,pace.
It used to be that many "facts"
of life, such as the number of
chromosomes in human cells,
were deductions or surmises.
More and more "facts" are
becoming facts. When more
facts of DNA are known,
science will have many use-
ful and usable answers.

Cancer cells have an un-
bridled power to multiply.
Yet they originated from cells
whose multiplication was
strictly disciplined. DNA con-
trols cellular chemistry.
