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above the. slower growing
palm, robbing the palm of
sunlight, stealing from its sou
nutriments. The pressure on
tile palm trunk has now be-

come terrific.
The strangulation Is com-

plete. It Is murder, slow, silent
and deliberate. There is no
cry from the victim; no ela-

tion on the part of the victor.
By now the body of the palm
tree is hidden by the entwin
ing trunks of the strangler.

The palm tree, the innocent
host that offered a perch for
the bird that carried the tiny
seed and later supported the
weak vine, and still later the
serpentine roots of the stran-

gles eventually gives up the
unequal battle the survival
of the stronger murder by
strangulation.

Long ago, the bird that cur-

ried the seed passed from the
earthly scene, but its UesLX...-ant- s

still seek the fruit of the
wild fig. The strangler itself,
now an adult, produces its
own fruit. Other birds will
come, carry seeds to otner
trees, and bring about the
strangulation of future trees.
Such is the strange chain of
events in the life of Fiscus
aurea, the wild golden fig that
embraces its victim in a clasp
of death.
