Mrs. Prentice wrole of their arrival at 3 aun. in Delhl, |
having traveled from Bangkok in four hours by jet plane. |
“IMie Reddings were there o meel us, Bless them, We got
a few winks of sdeep in o hotel, and after a breakfast of |
nalive food, we started off in' Elcho's Jeep station wagon |
for Lundour, 200 miles northwest up in the Himaloya moun-
tains, We drove across the plaing of the Ganges, saw camols;
monkeys, water buffalo (which are used like oxen, alsa for
milk) beautiful parrots, and miles of sugar cane fields,
world's lorgest, all being harvested by hand

“Phe last foun hours were straight up, 9,000 feet, over
{the narrowest and erookedest road you could Imagine, Ar-
rived here In Landour al 9 pam.

“Phig town was originally bullt by weallhy British and
used a8 a resort lo eseape the heat on the plains. One house
has 72 rooms, with fireplaces in each, including the bed-
rooms. ‘'here are aboul 300 missionary families coming
here during the hot season—Baptists, Methodists, Presby-
lerians, Churth of Bogland, ele; Eleho iy with the Evangelical
Alliance Mission, the largest Protlestant mission in India.

“There ls a line, well equipped hospital and a very
good private school. The shocking thing was the day we
were invited to visit a Tibeton sehool where Elcho is leach-
Ing. Conditions are pitiful, Four hundred children atliend;
they hive no clothes, no food, only rice, they sleep on the
ground, sit on the ground for classes, and bless their hearls,
are doing a super job of learning English, The couple in
charge of the school were mentioned in Lowell Thomas'
article in the December Readers' Digest, They Inviled us
to siay for lea. It was truly an experience,

“Everyone here s so friendly. We've been invited flo
dinner parties and lea every doy. These houses are literally
hanging on elffs—some do fall off. Norrow irails connecl
them. Some use ‘dandys' for transportalion-—na sorl of ham-
mock carried by four Indians. We haven't used them _ynl—|
we've hiked straight up and down thousands of feetl, Feel
like mountain goats. A leopard was killed near here recently,
also a lger., We saw a large band of monkeys yeslerday.
They were Igght grey, with while heads and black [aces,

“We browsed around in the shops at Mussoorie and

Landour, Looked dreadful outside, bul are very neal and
¢lean Inside. We found excellent buys in silks and silver.
A tallor Is making me a benutiful silk dress for only $1.50.
Vory nice work, 1 had a skirt cleaned for 15 cenls—a perfect
joh.
“"We are leaving today for Bombay—a (housand miles
gouthwest. 1 hope (o see the Taj Mahal by moonlight lo-
morrow night, and will stop In Delhi on my way back lo
gee Queen Elizabeth and Prince Philip who will be there
tor the Republie day celebration January 26 (today). We
have reserved sealg for the program.

“After we retitrn to Landour aboul February 1, Elcho
and 1 are going to Afghanision by train. Will go about a
thousand miles northwest through the Khyber pass, Prob-
ably we won't lenve Indin until aboul the middle of February.
I'm 5o thrilled to see this exotie gcountry after g0 many years
of wanting lo come here, Elcho and Millie are planning
things fo see and do which would be impossible otherwise,
They both spenlk the' three major languages used, making
It mighty easy for us to get around. Their many friends in
the Rogue river villey would be very proud of the splendid |
work they are doing here in India. The natives show much
respect and love for them.'
