The gov-
ernor's assistant  seld this
would nol Increase the gov-
ernor's “power” bul would in
reality lessen it, Since golng
into office, Governor Hatfield
has made about 560 appoint-
ments, he said; under the new
plan, appointments would be
cut to about 70.
