It gives her a
certain amount of exercise
which helps her cireulation,
and promoles better brealh-
ing. It stimulales movenients
of her joints; it prepares her
for sleep, and it helps the
old lady to take a pleasant
part in the home life. As Dr.
Swann says, it {8 beller than
a lranquilizer because I Is
Inexpensive, It iz non-toxie,
and {1 has no unfortunate side-
effects such as some of today's
powerful drugs have!
Neuritis

Dozens of people write asks
ing me what ls neuritis and
what should be done for it
Technically speaking neuritis
I8 an inflammation of a nerve
which ‘ecan  couse tingling,
numbness, lack of feellng, or
some pain in the lissues sup-
plied by the nerve fibers. If
the neuritls is severe It can
cause wenkness or paralysis
of one or more musecles, Aclu-
ally, T fear "neuritis" often
is used by us physicians in a
vague way, just to explain
pain, Often 1 see people who
have been told they have neu-
ritis when all I can see is
that they have a pain of un-
determined origin. In  most
cases [ will suspect that what
the person has Is a tendency
to arthritis or fibrositis. In
some cases I can see that il
i n musele that is sore and
then the proper term is a
myositls; Or the pain may be
in a bursa, or in a bone or
a tenilon, or a joint,
May Find Weakness

In some cnses & neurologist
will be able to show that the
trouble s In one or more
nerves, He may find weakness
of one or two muscles, or
numbhness in an ared of skin
which is supplied by a cer-
tain nerve. If there is a true
neurilis, the next question is,
why is the nerve inflamed?
Often this is difficult to de-
termine because there are
many causes, Sometimes the
cause I8 much liquor that has

been drunk, or some chemieal
that is absorbed through the
man’'s lungs or skin as he
works: in a factory. It may
be a virus or a germ. 1t could
be a medicine that the pers
gon's own doctor had preserib-
ed. It might be due to n dis-
case such as digbeles or perni-
clous anemis, It could be due

to the wvirus that produces
shingles.
There is a related disease

called neuronitis in which a
person may  suddenly  f{ind
himsell too weak to get oul
of his car. In perhaps a month,
s strength probably  will
come batck again, This is call-
od the Guilllan-Barre syn-
drone. Naturally, 1 cannot
help prople who write me
about neuritis because, from
their deseription, I may not
be able lo gel the remotest
ided what their paln Is due
to. Perhaps they have no
“neuritis”
