Welch, 61, a retired Bel-
mont, Mass, candy maker,

spoke for an hour and a half
before an enthusiagtic capacl-
t¥ crowd of 6,000 persons who
pald §1 each to get into Shrine
auditorium to hear him.

“For years,' he sald, '‘'we
have been faken sfteadily
down the road to communism
by steps supposedly designed,
and presented to the Ameri-
can people, as ways of fight-
