Now, you don't have to
know an orange from an ap-
ple or a iree sprayer from a
garden hose to be @& citrus
grower,

All you need is the down
payment on a newly planted
orange grove and enough mon-
ey to pay the balance In 15
years. A cooperative cares for
the grove and sells the fruit,

Orange River Groves, Jones
and Frederick Inc., of Coral
Gables hess opened a 6,300-
acre tract 12 miles southeast
of here. With a $1,500 down
payment it is possible to buy
a 10-acre grove (minimum
glze) for $0,905.

According to the plan, the
investor doesn'l have {o worry
about supervising his grove,
All maintenance — {from plant-
ing to harvesting to market-
ing — is'handled by a govern-
ment-regulated citrus coopera-
tive.

Orange River Groves said
this is the first such real es-
tate plan In Florida and per-
haps the first in the nation.
