Without
a thought of danger he will
jump from one limb to
another.

Hiding ‘on a leaf or in a
erevice, he feeds on insects,
worms or anything that
crawls, and 1s small enough to
fit into his mouth.

The male alone
has the volce. The little fe-
male just alts nearby and en-
joys his serenade.
