vomit because of motion sick-
ness, as on a ship or even In
A CAr on A curving mountain
rond. Many women wvomit
with a sick headache.
In all these conditiona there
Is likely to be a preliminary
period of nauses, and then the
stomnch empties. In the proe-
ess of vomiting, the abdomina]
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walls have to contract and
press on the stomach. In cases
of regurgltation, there is no
nauses, and only mouthfuls
of food come up. They often
slart coming up before the
meal is over, Only the stom-
ach and perhaps the bowel
contract; the abdominal wall
has not™.ng to do with the
process. So far as I can re-
member, I have never seén
regurgitation of stomach con-
tents that wasn't due purely
to some form of nervousness.
Often there was an inherlted
tendency to nervousness, and
in the worst cases the girl
(the trouble Is usually seen
in women) is likely to be mild-
ly paychotle, This peculiar
frouble tends o run In fam-
illes, Bometimes the person
swallows back down the re.
gurgltated food and then she
Ia & ruminator. I have seen
several famllles in which a
tendency to rumination ran
through four generations, I
can remember a few persons
who regurgitated only certain
foods and held others down.
Regurgitators should, I think,
never be operated on with any
hope of a cure, I know of no
good medicine to stop the re-
gurgitation,
