The bonds are to be paid
by the “levy assessments and
collection of water revenues
to the eity and ad valorem
taxes each year 'in addition to
other taxes required to be lev-
led in' amounts sufficient to
pay the bonds as they mature
together with interest there-
on.”

The ‘resolution also- states
that neither the debt limita-
tions nor the tax limitations
contalned In the city charter
shall apply to the bonds,
