appeartd Oct. 8 in the water |
off Ocean Rlidge, Boca Raton, |
Fla. His body, mullliated by
sharks, was found four days|
later. But there was no way |
lo tell whether he was alive
when attacked.

In a separate category, the
pane¢l reported sharks may
have killed scores of victims
of air and sea disasters last
vear. But as In the case of |
Haen, a spokesman said, it
was impossible lo detérmine
whether the sharks attacked
before or after the death of
their prey.
