For Liberal Arts Education

Eugene - Allowing high
| schonl teachers “to recharge
|thelr intellectual batteries”
| and attempting "to plerce the
| sheepskin <urtain” between
secondary schools and col-
'lcgm are two of the principal
objectives of the John Hay
Fellows Summer [ngtitute in
the humanities now in Its
fourth week at the University
of Oregon.

These objectives were out-
lined by Dr. Charles R. Kel-
ler, professor of history at
Willlams college and national
director of the John Hay Fel-
lows program, who is on the
Oregon campus during July
to head up the Institute.
First State Host

The University of Oregon
i the first state university
to play host to a John Hay
Summer institute. Others are
being held now at Colorado
¢ollege, Bennington college,
and Willlams college,

The John Hay Fellows
program, which awards vear-
long fellowships to high
school leachers for study in
the humanities, was set up in
{1851 by the John Hay Whit-
| ney foundation. The summer
institutes were added in 1958,
The enlire program is now
supported chiefly by the Ford
| foundation.
| The institute is designed *“to
| speakc up for the humanities,” |
including literature, history, |
| languages, music, and the fine
artg, Dr. Keller sald, and to
improve the teaching of these
| subjects in the nation's high
| schools,
| Speaking Up |
| “Lip service is paid to the |
humanities, but financially
| they get the short end of the
| stlck,” he observed. “"We're
| not envious, but we are speak-
| ing up.”
| At Oregon, 62 high scthool
| tenchers and administrators
have assembled from all paris
of the U, S. to spend four
woeks listening to lectures,
participoting in  seminars,
swapping shop talk, and “'get-
ting a chince to read some of
the books that our crowded
days would never permit,” in
the words of one participant,

“When you start with sub-
fect matter, you may go all
over the place,” Dr. Keller ob-
served, "but if you don't starl
with subject matter, you ney.
or get anyplace.”
Commented an art teacher
from Lincoln, Neb., “l've
found out that I apecialize too
much. This is like an intels
lectual oasls to me."

Educational Barriers

In explaining his “sheep-
skin curtain” reference, Dr.
Keller commented that educa-
tien Is a continvous process
and that artificial barrlers
should not be erected between
the wvarious educational seg-
ments,
