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the suit is successful, the
state could be prevented from
using all wards in its institu-
tions in various jobs, not just
inmates.

Hatfield was on the losing
side of a board decision some
months ago favoring the use
of inmates in construction of
the women's prison, agreeing
with AFL-CI- spokesmen that
the action amounted to undue
competition with free labor.
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Hatfield declined comment to-

day on a statement by Secre-

tary of State Howell Appling
Jr. and State Treasurer How-
ard Be Hon that the cost of
running the state's institutions
would be $10 million greater
if lawsuits prevent the use of
inmate labor on state projects.

All three make up the State
Board of Control, the agency
which runs the institutions.
