The bureau of land man.
sgement has called atiention
lo the changes which permit
automatic refection of appll-
callons for small tracks of
federal land unless the land
hos been opened to applica-
tian. The regulation removes
ong of the major selling
poinis which illegitimate pro-
molers have used to defraud
vietims.

“They are
parcels of up Lo five acres
suilable for residentinl busi-
ness or communily sites. Pro-
molters with an eye oul for a
fast buck have talked people
into paying them for filing
applications for the land,

“Thousands of gullible peo-
ple have thought they were
putling down paymienls on
the lands when In fact they
were only paying a promoter |
to do what they can do frec
for themselves or have the!
government do for them {ree |
or for practically nothing." |
Use Same Approach |

Secretary Udall sald un- |
scrupulous promoters use the
same approach in describing
federal land which they can-.
nol gell as they use in deseril-
ing private land, claiming
that it hes water and other |
utilities, easy access and plots |
for occupancy when the land
Is usually raw desert miles
from water and lacking in de-
velopments that would make |
it habitable. |

The new order atithorized
the deparlment’s bureau nf|
land management Lo reject
small tracl applications If the
land has not already been
found to be valuable for such |
digposal, Udall explained.

Even if the land hts been
so clagsified It will normally
be sold al public auction so
there will be no reason o filg |
an application, he sald.
