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'gaﬁ' Water Plants
To Help Relieve |
Drought Considered

Washinglon - run - Interior
Undersecretary James K. Carr
has ealled for the construction
of standby sall waler con-
version plants 1o meel
drought - caused water shorl-
ages in Southern California,
Texas, Florida and New York.

Carr told the House In-
terior Committee that within
a few years it would be pos-
sible to turn sea waler into
{resh water for economical
use In some rapidly growing
cities.

He gaid the Interior Depart-
ment was ‘‘optimistic” that
salt water could be turped
into fresh water economically
if conversion plants were bullt
fn combination with steam
electric plants.

The gap belween the cost
of waler from saline plants
and canventional methods for
ohtaining municipal and in-
dustrial water is closing rapid-
ly, Carr sald.

But he warned thal fhe
conversion of sall water for
irrigation purposes was still
“not within sight” al costs
competitive with ordinary ir-
rigation methods.

He told the committee that
Interior Secretary Stewart L.
Udall had ordered an “all-
out effort"” by buresus under
his direction to seek economi-
oal methods for turning sea
waler into fresh water.

‘It appears that it ix pos-
sible, particularly in the Pa-
cifle Southwest, with larger
size plants and with’ known
processes, 1o produce water
for about the same cost that
it would require for transpor.
tation of surface fresh water
supplies over long distances,"
he said,

The key, Carr sald, prob.
ably would be the cost of fuel
fo operate the conversion
plant. He said it was esti-
mated that with natural gas It
might be possible to produce
up to 30 milllon gallons a day
at a cost of $100 per acre-foot,
or 30 cents per thousand gal-
lons.
