A VIEW FROM A TERRACE

Conakry, Guinen—It was just after breakfast that a tall,
solemn African with a big-eyed, ntiractive little girl came
to the terrace of the home of U. S, Ambassador William
Atwood. He spoke polltely in French. The tiny, slender girl,
of about five years, took us all In with her somewhat fear-

ful eyes,

She had, it developed, two badly infected ears. They had
been pierced for rings;, and a dirty string had been looped
Her ears were swollen
sbout the lobes and pus pockets had formed behind each,
The father knew that the ambassador's wife did volunteer
wark at the hospital. He had brought his young daughter.
Mrs, Atwood went to her qulckly, spoke to her, and gat
her on n bench on the terrace. She then went into the house
and returned with cotton, & bottle of antiseptic wash, and
some antiblotic salve. The child sal quietly, her eyes large
with apprehension of pain, while the ambassador's wife care-
fully cleaned the Infecled areas, dralned the pus from the
boillike swellings, and after another gentle but thorough
antiseptic cleansing, applied the antibiotle salve, The father
was then informed that when the ears of any other children
waere plerced, only strings which had been sonked in aleohol
should be used to keep them opened, and that the plercing
instrument also should be dipped In it. He thanked her, look
the little girl's hand and walked away. The next morning
she way back. The ears were much better, They got careful
dressing,

Two days each week Mrx, Atwood and Mrs, Eugens
Abrams, wife of the Embamy Development officer, work
as voluntesr aldes in the Conakry hospital. They help
deliver babies, scrub beds, patients, and do all work
usunally done by hospltal sides, The ambassador and the
siaff are popular and respected because they have oarned
it. It is relatively a small group, and to me il sesms
overworked, Bui it is dedicated and makes intelligent,
understanding contact with the life of Guineans,

The ambagsador has traveled over most of the country,
visiting where no automobiles have been, The roads traveled
are often mere tracks between which grasses and woeeds
grow as high as the car [tself. It is necessary to carry food
and sleeping bags nlong. But the hundreds of villages have
been visited and have seen the Americean flag flying from
the ambassador's jeep. They are a friendly people, eager lo
learn, and appreciative of respect and understanding.

The Republic of Guinea has about the area of Oregon.
It Is divided Into three geographic regions, ranging from
coast to mountiing, The coastal region Is quite hot and humid,
One of its problems 1s to communicate with and unite more
than 15 ethnie groups, Three of these are quile large. The
Fulahs make up nbout one million of the republic's three
million population. The Malinkes, of the northeast, number
about B00,000, and the Soussons, of coastnl arens,
425,000, Freneh fs the officlal language, but as of now only
about 30 per eent of the people spenk it
Communication and education are imperative prob.
lems, But here everything is a necessily. This is the more
ironic because Guinea potentially is one of the richest
countries in Africa. It has one-third of the world's known
reserves of high grads bauxite, Many of its mountains
are heavy with iron ore, Along the beaches are huge
deposits of volcanicdooking stone. Much of it seems to

be almost pure iron. There are large diamond deposits

and the agriculiural economy has possibilities.

But Guinea was perhaps the most neglected of the French
colonies, Certainly this was true of education, roads and
comimunications. The Soviet bloc has been busy, hoping to
muke a satellite of Guinea because of her desperate need for
nimost everything. But while Soviet ald still is being accepted, o N -
its barter aspects are hurting the N‘unum)‘innd doing ldamaalfs, - —_—
to the balance of trade.
