J. D. Kestner of Germany,
the peer of all doll makers,
was the first to manufacture
the Bye-Lio-Baby. Iis populare
| ity won for it the nickname
“The Million Dollar Baby."
The first Bye-Lo-Bables, with
composition body and turning
blsque head, proved too ex-
pensive to produce. However,
materials used in the manu-
| facture of the first Kestner |
| dolls were loo costly, making |
| the purchaze of the dolls pro-
| hibitive for any but the \w:ml-|
thiest [amilies
