Barred From Office

Under that section, Lee was
barred from any federal or
state office, clvil or milltayy,
It denied this privilege to any
officer of the United States
and others who “shall have
engaged In insurrection or re-
belllon” against the Unlled
States.

Douglas Southall Freeman,
In his blography of Lee, noted
that Lee's correspondence
never referted to the amnes-
ty nor to the formal dismissal
of the indictments,

Freeman sald fhat Lee
could have voted after Vie-
ginia ratified its new Consti-
fution but never did.

“He did not die disenfran-
chised, in the strict sense of
the word, nor #s a paroled
prisoner of war, often this has
been asserted" Freeman
wrote, “but he did end his
doys disbarred from office.
In 1087, former Sen. Homer
E. Capehart (R-Ind) offered
a Tesolution to grant eitizen-
ship to Lee retroactive to his
first request for pardon. 1t
died in'a commillee.
