Il is unlikely that lhe Siate Highway depariment
conducts many highway reloeation hearings quite like
the ones held In Jacksonville 1ast week.

Subsequently we heard that the reason for the hurry
was a large timber sale which is expected to take place
In the Applegate Valley this summer, neccessitating use
of the highway by numerous lumber trucks.
