“God was in Christ, recon-
ciling the world unto Him-

Baffling To Non-Christians

God could not ignore man's
sins, or treat them as unim-
portant, To do 50 would have
demeaned both God and man,
and would have made a mock-
ery of the moral law. True
forgiveness is never a chesp
and easy thing: It is always
costly to someone, either the
one who forgives or the one
who is forgiven.

What God said to men in
the enncted parable of Cal.
vary was: Your sins are real
and ugly, and have estranged
you from me. But I love you
in spile of vour hard hoarts
and selfish ways. 1 will pay
the price of your folly, [ will
do the suffering which must
|be done if there ls to be a
genulne reconciliatjon,

And what Is required of
man? Only that he respond
to the reconeiling act in hu-
mility and gratitude, and
open his own heart to his
fellow man.
