Convectors

Convectors are noteworthy
for the clean heat they de-

liver, since no dirt or dust-lade-

air is circulated from
the baacment, as In some
heating systems.

The convector circulates
only air from within one
room, and docs it In a manner
that leaves no wall smudges
or streaks. Convectors work
on steam or hot water sys-
tems, which In themselves are
quite clean.

Take a look around your
house now. How much of the
dust and discoloration is lodg-
ed in or can be traced to
the heating units? Solve this
problem and you've materi-
ally reduced your cleaning
chores the year '.round.
