This time
much of the reading was in John Stelnbeck’s “Travels With
Charley” which Sister Peg had already started and which
was at hand. We recommend this thoughtful hook in which
Steinbeck “‘discovers’ hls own couniry and says some things
about It which need to be sald.

There's a lot to be seen and heard and learned while
driving around these United States, and John Steinbeck's
mastery of words Is pul to good use In recording whati he
saw and heard and learned. Too, there's Charley, the big
poodle of the book. The trip and the book would have been
much less interesting without Charley.

Early In his travels Author Stelnbeck drove through
Malne at potato Harvest time. He wrote: “I've seen many
migrant crop-picking people about the country—Hindus,
¥ilipinos, Mexicans, Okies away from thelr states, Here In
Maine & great many were French Canadinns who came
over the border for the harvest season, It occurs to me
that, just as the Carthaginisns hired mercenarles to do
thalr fighting for them, we Americans bring in mercenaries
to do our hard and humble work. I hope we may not be
overwhelmed one day by peoples not too proud or too lazy
or too soft to bend to the ea.rth md‘ph:k up the things we eal.”
