French Foreign Leglon, n'glor-
fous but dying anachronism,
celebrates the centenary of its
maost hallowed battle April 30
scattered asunder from the Al
gerian desert forts which' it
called home,

On April 30, 18683, a band
of less than 60 leglonnaires
died almost to & man &l &
small huclenda in Camerone,
Mexico, afler fighting off
8,000 Mexicans for 10 hours.

The gallant stand of the fa.

bled men in the white kepis
and blue great couts during
the French attempt lo install
the Austrlan Emperor Maxi-
milian on the Mexican throne
became to the legion whit the
Alamg Is lo Texans and the
Halls of Monlezuma lo the
U. 5. Marines.
To this day “‘faire Camer.
one” (lo do a Camerone)
means to the legion to fight to
the last man.

Each year the Iegion marks
the anniversary with pageants
and celebrations, In ils bar-
racks the epic of Camerone is
reclted and the artificial hand
of Capt. Jean Danjou, who
died commanding his men st
Camerone, 15 paraded at the
legion headquarters.

From 1884 untll July 1,
1082-the day of Algerian In-
dependence-that headquarters
was in the semi-deserl lown of
Sidi-Bel-Abbes, 40 mlles south
of Oran, Today the leglon's
headquarters-the famed Firsl
Reglment-is at Aubagne, just

seore still in Algeria at the
naval base of Mers-El-Kebir.

For (he first time since the
French King Louis-Philippe
founded the Forelgn Legion
March 10, 1831, the famed
corps of “volunteers lo die for
a flag not their own' was
‘without a French overseas ter-
ritory to die in.
Legion Losing

The [e;lon Is still taking
recruits, at its depols in Paris,
Marseilles and Strasbourg.
But with the romance of far-
away conflict gone, enlist-
ments are dwindling and the
legion seems headed for ex-
tinction.

With the end of the old-

conguest of Indoching and
they died fighling barehanded,
vastly outnumbered at the
battle of Dien-Bien-Phu which
marked the fall of Indochina
in 1854.

In between and before the
Indochina conguest, the le-
glonnaires fought with gal-
lantry in the conguest of all
France's overseas possessions

1t lost 64 officers, 282
non -coms and 1,585 legion-
naires,

Countless thousands of men
with broken lives and rebels
against soclety turned to the
legion 1o give new meaning
to their existence,

Personal crisis, family trou-
ble, police trouble or political
trouble, the legion took them
all. “The Army of Losl Souls,"
one wriler called them, Some
joined for more banal reasons:
hunger, unemployment or
waeariness with a modern so-
glety that erughed the indi-
vidual.

The legion offered its tough
rules and an ideal. It rehabil-
itoted broken men under the
uniform of a religion of fidel-
Ity and honor,

It hes never made any
bones about the mission of the
legi ire to die for France.

Yet in Algeria the legion
wound up in something ap-
proaching disgrace. [ts crack
First Parschute Regiment
backed the generals who or-
ganlzed a lastditeh revolt
aguinst President Charles de
Gaulle April 22.25, 1861, After
the revolt collapsed hundreds
of legionnaires deserled o
join the clandedline secret
army organization (OAS) in
