As this is written, trouble
of same sort is brewing be-
tween the Republic of Haitl
and the Dominican Republie-
bqlh located on the lsland of
Hispaniola, just across the
Windward Passage from the
Soviet island satellite of Cuba,

What the trouble may be is
a little vague this morning -
#s troubles down that way are
opt to be - but the Dominican
ambassador to the Organiza-
tion of American States
churges that a Haitian plot is
cooking to assassinate Domin-
lcan President Juan Bosch,
He claims that members of
the Trujillo family (lstely
thrown out as DICTATOR of
the Dominican Republic) are
In on the scheme to assassine
ate Bosch, the new president.

T THIS point, lea's put in

a little backgrounding.

The island of Hispaniola
was discovered by Columbus
on his firet vovage in 1482,
He claimed it for Spain,
Later, about 1877, the island
was divided betwean Spain
and France, and the Haitl part
of it became a French colony.
The French brought in Negro
slaves from Africa to work
the plantations.

The people of Haiti are
nearly ail Negroes or mulat-
toes — descended from the
giaves brought in by the
French, Most of them speak
a French dialect called CRE-
OLE. Creole is a term used
loosely to indicate peraons of
Spanish and French descenl.
There are many Creoles in
our American state of Louisi-
Ana,

NCIDENTALLY, most of

these lower - class Haltians
are highly superstitious - be-
lieving in Voodoo spells and
curses,

What's Veodoo? IL was
brought from Africa with the
original inhabitants. Accord-
ing to voodoolsm, the spirils
of dead persons live in a
world of ghosts, bul can visit
the world of living persons lo
bless or curse them. A Voodoo
medicine man may talk with
a wooden Imnge and say that
2 spirit answers him through
the image. In this way, living
persons may talk with the
spirits of the dead,

Regurgitation

A woman writes me that
she is worrled about her teen-
age duughter - always ner-
vous and much
of a problem
~ because she
is now regurg-
ftating her
| food. 1 am
i glad that her
good home
physician has
taught her the
3 L £ ¢ m endous
— difference be-
tween vomiting and regurgi-
tation. In the case of vomiting,
the person usually sulfers for
a while from nausea, and
then, with much spasm of
{ie muscles of the midridf and
the abdominal wall, brings up
a pint or a quart of stomach
contents,

In the case of regurgitation,
the person for minutes or
hours will keep bringing up
mouthfuls of food without
any nausea and without any
muscular effort, In many of
these cases, the person - It
is usually & girl — starts re-
gurgitating sl the table before
she has finished her meal,

Some persons spit out the
mouthful when it comes up.
Others swallow it down again;
they are called runinators (a
cow ruminates — she brings
itp her “cud,” chews it and
swallows it again), Some rum-
Inating women rechew tieir
food and enjoy It

1 do not know why women
should be so much more like-
ly to regurgitate than men
are, cxcept perhaps that they
are much more subject to ner-
vous troubles, Some women
who have a little tendency
to regurgitate have most of
their difficulty once a month,
and they have a great ten-
dency to it when they are
pregnant, or when they are
epnstipated. At such times we
know that waves tend to run
back up the digestive tract
from one end to the other.
Inheritable Tendency

The tendency to regurgitate
or ruminate is definitely in-
heritable; 1 have known fam-
ilies in which there were rum-
inators in each of four gen-
erations, When 1 wrole my
big books on the troubles of
the relatives of 673 mentally
disturbed people (Practical
Lends lo Puzzling Diagnoges
~ Lippincott) I found that 17
per cent of the women who
were born into a highly neur-
otle family group, were re-
gurgitators,

While working in the Mayo
Clinic, seeing hundreds of pa-
tients, I found a few mile re-

When Lhis man ate something
he liked, it stayed down; Iif

Saw Him Do It

1 once knew m clrcus per-
former who could swallow a
half-dozen almonds and &
half-dozren hazel nuis, and
then, on request, could regur-
gltate either the almonds or
the hazel - nuls. I fear that
telling this story will cause
my readers to lose all faith
in my honesty - but I saw the
man do It. If I hadn't seen it
I would not have believed it
possible.

1 am sorry to say I know
of no drug that will stop a per-
son from regurgitating. The
only regurgitalors whom I
can remember helping were
those who had the will power
to train themselves out of the |
habit, Seme could “sit on the |
lid," especially when siran- |
gers were present, but others
never could held the food
down when it wanted to come |
up.

It can help these people
to avoid constipation, and it
may help te savoid eating eor-
tain foods which always, in
the case of the indlvidual,
tend to come up. I remember
a nurse who told me thal al-
wilys when she began to re-
gurgitate, it meani that she
had been too long on a hard
case, She would then take a
rest, and with this she would
gel well.

Many problems, as with re.
gurgitation, may be related

gurgitators and as [ r
ber, most of them were
eranks — eccentrics who were
“a bit goofy." One whom I re-
member well was a very tense
and nervous man, and a [in-
lcky eater. He had decided
that he could never eal solids,
and yet he munched candy all
day.
