Two teams of American moun
taineers were reported mak
ing steady progress today in
their attempt to climb Mt.
Everest from two different di-

rections and meet on the sum
mit.

Radio reports from the base
camp of the U. S. Everest
expedition said Dr. William
Unsoeld, 36, Corvallis, Ore.,
and Dr. Thomas F. Hornbein,
32, San Diego, had reached
Camn Three on the unexplor
ed west ridge of the 29,028- -

foot peak, tallest in the world
Barry C. Bishop, 30, Wash-

ington, D. C, and Luther G,
Gerstad, 28, Eugene, Ore.,
were reported to have reached
Camp One on the traditional
route through the South Col

(pass).
The two teams hoped to

rendezvous at the top May 21,

according to the radioed re-

ports.
If both teams meet at the

summit, they plan to return
together down the south col

route. If they fail to make con-

tact, however, each will re-

turn the way it came.
One exoedition member,

James W. Whittaker, 32, Red
mond, Wash., became the first
American to scale Mt. Everest
May 1, when he reached the
top with Nepalese Sherpa
Guide Nowang Gombu.
