Of all the domestic animals
used as pels; the cal sustains
the fewest eve injuries;, due
largely to the stiff, bristly
hairs above the eves. The
whiskers on the upper lip are
in proportion to the girth of
the animal's body, The hairs
tell the cat that its body can
or cannol pass through a hole
in the fence, Any opening the
whiskers do not fouch Is wide
enough. Threading Iis way
through openings can thereby
be accomplished In a dark al-
ley in perfect salety

Contrary (o what some
folks think, the cat cannot soe
In total darkness. Neither can
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an owl or any other animal,
but the npocturnel opes see
pretty well in subdued light.
When it's dark they must de-|
pend on other faculties, one |
of the most important being
whiskers

Any objecl; rmegardless of
how small or how delicate the
contact made with i1, is teles
graphed to the animal and in
plenty of time for whiskers'
aowner to tnke evasive action

The catfish, occupying as it
does the dark bottom of a
lake or & pound — even at
night—can feel along the bol-
tom with its chin whiskers,
or pass through a narrow
place by contact response with
its face whiskers.

In the catfish, the whiskers |
are called barbels, but they
answer the same purpose for
the fish as do the face whis-
kers of the cat or the mause.
The whiskers measure the size
of an apening, locate the {ood,
or bring bils of informution |
to the owner of the “cat's
whiskers."
