Climatic conditions in
western  Oregon  coniribute
not only to a dense growth
of large trees but also to an
understory of shrubs and
other planis which are com-
ing more and more into prom-
inence through demands of)
the florist trade.

These include such vegeta.
lion as the evergreen huckle.
berry, western swordfern, sal-
al, Oregon grape, Scolch
broom, and branches of Port
Orford - cedar, Noble [ir,
Myrtle, and Tanoak.

Few individuals undertake
the collection of these minor
forest producis on a year-long
basis since it is not only a
physically demanding task,
but one which requires con-
siderable knowledge of the
location and haryvesting of
suitable greenery, The source
and condition of this raw ma-
terial wvaries with the seca-
sons. While some may collect
these products as their sole
source of Income, generally
the work is done by lhose
who wish to supplement other
employment, The logger may
utilize this opportunity when
his seasonal occupation closes
during the winter, or the
farmer who lives near the
forest and finds slack-time on
hand. There are also times
when a man (and his family)
may turn to this occupation
between regular jobs as a
tempaorary sustainer,

Off-Farm Jobs
For Farm Groups
Told in Bulletin

Corvallis—More than one-
third of Oregon's farm jobs
were eliminated belween 1850
and 19680 as farms became
bigger, fewer, and more me-
chanized—raising the ques-
tion of aff-farm job opportuni-
ties for persons coming from
farm backgrounds,

A recent survey by Orepon
State university agricultural
experiment station of employ-
ers in Oregon urban areas re-
veals both encouraging and
discouraging news for pro-
ple no longer able to find full
or profitable emplovment on
the farm

More than 90 per cent of
the employers interviewed in-
dicated they would hire per-
song coming from a farm back-
ground as readily as they
would those from other back-
grounds if other qualifications
were equal.

However, a majorily were |
| reluctant  to

hire part-lime
farmers. Partdime farming-—
comparable to “‘moonlighting”
ar holding two jobs—was con-
sidered an undesirable gual-
