Space Committee will recom-
mend cuts of nearly S500
million in the administra-
tion's request for S5.7 billion
for the civilian space pro-
gram next year.

As it now stands, the com-
mittee will approve a spend-
ing ceiling for the federal
space agency of just under
$5.2 billion.

A check with the three
subcommittees of the space
committee today revealed
that 'the reductions probably
will range from $488 million
to $498 million.

There is a chance the full
committee will revise some
of the figures, but this ap-

pears unlikely.
The space committee acts

on the spending authoriza-
tion. The appropriations com-
mittee must still recommend
the actual amount of money
to be voted by the House.
