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Miami (UPD Fidel Castro,

Havana Radio said one stu-
dent complained that a sewing
machine purchased by his
mother in Havana broke down
within a few days.

Castro advised the student
to raise "a tremendous stink"
about the machine to the store
and the Interior Commerce
Ministry.
