Moscow (UPI)- - Secretary
of State Dean Rusk arrived
here Saturday for the signing
of the partial nuclear test ban
treaty Monday with Britain
and the Soviet Union, and
expressed firm determination
to make the pact a "turning
point in. the affairs of man
kind."

Rusk arrived here at the
head of a blue-ribbo- n delega-
tion of Slate department and
congressional leaders shortly
before British Foreign Secre
tary Lord Home arrived from
London.

What is needed after the
test treaty is signed, Rusk
said in a prepared airport
statement, was more "step by
step progress" in easing world
tensions.
Course Not Easy'

He warned, however, "This
course is not easy."

"Nevertheless, the U.S. gov
ernment and people are deter-- ,
mined to follow this course
and we come here with hope
and resolve to make this a

turning point in the affairs
of mankind."

Rusk's visit here, the first
by an American secretary of
state in 16 years, was expect
ed to be hailed by the Soviets
as a tangible indication that
the West is willing to nego
tiate to help end the cold war.

This is the theme which
Premier Nikila S. Khrushchev
stressed when he called for

following the ' conclusion of
the test-ba- n negotiations last
month.

Rusk and Home are sched-
uled to talk with Foreign Min
ister Andrei Gromyko after
the signing ceremonies.

At these exploratory dis-
cussions, starting Tuesday,
Rusk will investigate Soviet
intentions regarding an East-We-

pact in
Europe, proposals for prevent
ing surprise attack, the reduc-
tion of foreign troops in Ger-

many and other "peace" meas-
ures.
