A year ago today the Los
Angeles Dodgers held a 313
game lead over the San
Francisco Glants in the Na-
tional league pennant race.

That's the same bulge that
separated these Californian
rivals after week end action,
leaving some figure filberts
wondering if history was
ready to repeat itself,

You don't need a long mem-
ory 1o recall that the Dodgers
blew a four-game lead in the
final week of the 1962 season
and then bowed to the Glants
in a three-game playoff. This
year, though, the Dodgers
seemingly have hilt the skids
much earlier,

Since July 20, when the
Dodgers held a 10-game lead
over the Glants, Walt Alston's
men have lost 11 of 20 games,
During the same period, the
Giants, led by wondrous Wil-
lie Mays, have won 15 of 19.

Mays, hitting in his 13th
straight game, doubled in two
key runs to help the Glants
whip the Philadelphia Phil-
lies, 5-1, while the Cincinnati
Reds walloped Sandy Koufax
and the Dodgers, 9-4.
