shotgun killing.

In Mississippl a river ferry-
boat turned around in mid-
stream Sunday to bring into
custody 25 whites and Ne-
groes who refused to use seg-
gregated waiting rooms.

Police. and sheritf's depu-
tles &t Plaguemine, La., ar-
rested the group brought to
shore by the ferryboat's cap-
tain. Officers said they would
be charged with resisting ar-
rest

Ronnie Moore, a fleld sec-
relary for the Congress of
Racial Equality, sald witness-
es told him officers used their
shoe heels to break the “pas-
siveresistance armlock” of
the group. Officers denied any
brutality.

At ‘Lexington, N.C., police
stepped between angry whites
and Negroes outside a jail
where three Negro youths
were being held for the alay-
ing of a white man in a race
riot June 6.
