We are indebled 1o Miss Diane Richardson of Paort-
land, Oregon for the following transeripl: “The British
Empire Bullders,” by Robert Ormond Case, Chapter
XK1, 1853, “The Trealy of Table Rock." This contains
some 17 {ype wrillen pages so will pul it on [ile and
comment on some of tha contenls, It seems that during
the early 1850's, the Oregon Territory was constantly
embroiled in Indian trouble. This valuable history led
up io the gigning of the Table Rock treaty but it to
lengthy 1o Use av one time In one colimn bul can be
uged to reler to in checking on dates and old lime
slories, Al ane place it tells of Gen. Lane and his 50 men
heing camped in a meadow near the Lower Table
Rock while 700 Indian warriors were ready {or baltle
the mountain top. It was Gen. Lane's idea to parley
i tlie Indians and get them (o sign a treaty, but his
nfficera thought It was a {oolish ldea and thal the
only zood Indian were dead ones. Gen. Lane persisted
and finally got the treaty of Table Rock signed., Where
this tredaty wag signed is a matter of conjecture, The
(ien. Lane monument near the Table Top ranch is sup-
ed tn he near the spot, C, C, Gall, an old timer of
158 Valley, fold ys he witnnssed the signing. He said
Lane and his officers, with Lhe Indian chirfs in-
valved, wore scaled on a log 150 vards due north of
the approach of what 1s npw the Bybee Bridge.
