Recovery Team

Seeks Bova's Body
Sheppton, Pa. (UPI1 Res-

cuers turned today to the grim
task of recovering the body of
Louis Bova, 52, from the mine
shaft where he was trapped with
two other men Aug. 13.

Hope of rescuing Eova alive
ended early Monday when offi-

cials decided their probes would
yield little else than the body of
the miner.

Bova's companions, Dave Fel-li- n

and Henry Throne, were
brought to the Surface alive in
a dramatic early morning res-

cue operation Aug. 27 from a
chamber adjoining one in which
Bova was believed trapped.

A rescue shaft to Bova's
chamber, 304 feet underground,
was completed early Monday
and it had been planned to send
a volunteer down and possibly
bring Bova with him.

However, officials were con-

vinced by a television camera
lowered into it, that the shaft
was too narrow to permit a res-

cuer to go down safely.
The camera revealed no sign

of Bova, and super sensitive
microphone fi!?d to pick up
evidence of a man's heart beat.

"It's all over now as far as
the rescue is concerned," State
mines Secretary Dr. H. Beecher
Charmbury said after a confer-
ence with leaders of the rescue
operation.

The last signs of life from
Bova were Aug. 20 when he was
able to tap three times that he
still was alive.
