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Johnson Cancels

Greenland Visit
COPENHAGEN, Denmark

( UPI ) Vice President Lyndon
B. Johnson, nearing the end of
a 15,000-mil- e tour of Northern
Europe, today cancelled his last
stop a brief visit to Greenland.

A formal announcement is-

sued shortly after his arrival
from Norway for a three-da- y

official visit to Denmark made
no mention of reports that he

was tired out by his strenuous
Nordic tour and was curtailing
his activities.

Instead, the announcement
said merely that "the press of

business in the United States
made it impossible" to go on
to Greenland.

Johnson had been scheduled
to go from here to Iceland and
Greenland Monday before fly-

ing home. Instead, he now will

go straight to Washington from
Iceland.

There also was some con-

fusion here over whether John-
son would cancel previously
scheduled appointments in Den-

mark.
