Until a few years ago, most of
the economic problems involv-
ing the Negroes were concen-
trated in the South.

In his pursuit of economic
parity with white workers, the
Negro "has to run exceptionally
fast in order to stand still," says
the report by Dr. Vivian W.

Henderson, chairman of the de-

partment of economics and
business administration at Fisk
university. He now is serving as
visiting professor at North Caro-- 1

lina State college.
J lie report points up some

facts of life that bother respon-
sible Negro leaders as well as
business and industry. Many
firms, with or without pressure,
have decided to lift restrictions
on Negro employment and to

encourage more hiring of Ne-

groes. A big problem is where
to find the Negro employees to

competently fill the jobs that
are available for them.

Problem
"Negroes face a two - pronged

problem," says Hen derson.
Along with continued discrimi
nation m employment, he notes
"an inadequate flow of man-

power to meet such limited op-

portunities as there are."
Henderson notes that income

opportunities for Negroes still
fall in the lower income fields
and that vocational education
programs often teach Negroes
either jobs like harboring or
other services for Negroes, the
same menial trades or tnose
that are becoming obsolete.

Another phase of the Hender-
son report shows that Negroes
made their greatest inc o m e

gains between 1940 and 1954 and
that since then the increase has
leveled off.

A big reason for the leveling
off is that business and industry
have gone heavily into modern-
ization in the past eight or ten

years. Firms use machinery to-

day that wasn't even on the

drawing boards in 1951. With
some exceptions, Negroes who
make up 10 per cent of the pop-

ulation have not learned these
new skills.

Suggest Anpi'oaclit'S

Negro leaders have advocated
as one approach to the problem
the opening of realistic indus-

trial and vocational school train-

ing for young Negroes. They
also want firms to set up their
own training programs, carry.
ing along Negro employees who
can't compete for the skilled
