TB Cases

A new lesting program lo de-
teet unknown tuberculosis has
been inaugurated under the joint
spounsorship of Sacred Heart hos-
pital, the medical stalf of (he
hospital, the Jackson @ county
health department and the Jack-
son  County Tuberculosis and
Health association.

Under the new program each
patient entering Sacred Heart
hospitnl may be given a simple
skin lest, called the Tine lesl,
which indicates by a slight red-
ness and swelling within 48 to
72 hours if a person has ever
come in contact with the tuber-
ele bacilli, the germ which
vauses tuberculosis.

This does not moean, a spokes-
man for the medical staff point-
ed out, that each person with a
positive reaction has tuberculo-
sis, bul that the germ is presen!
walled off, and could become ac-
tive at some lime
New TH Upses

Medical authorities estimate
that 90 per cent of the new cases
of tubereulosis will be found
among those who have a posi-
tive reaction to the skin test,
the spokesman said

The test involves a small prick
on the skin of the forcarm, and
il @ positive reaction results, the
patient 1s advised to have a
chesl x-ray lo be sure there is
no active disease present. This
should also be followed with per-
indie check-ups, doctors advise,

“Because luberculosis usually
does not produce symptoms until
in an advanced stage and be-
cause it is an infectious disease,
it is a public bealth problem,”
